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Founded in 1623, Hartford is the State Capital and one of New England’s
oldest cities. Prominent early settler Reverend Thomas Hooker and a group of
his followers from Hereford, England, named the community ‘Hartford’ in 1636.
Located on the banks of the Connecticut River, Hartford was a prosperous
commercial center for this region. Early English influence is reflected in the
City’s architecture and the surrounding quaint suburbs with village greens and
antique colonial white clapboard antique homes. Hartford is the home for
many American icons such as Mark Twain, Harriet Beecher Stowe, the Colt
Gun factory as well as claiming the title as the Insurance Capital of the world.

Connecticut is among the smallest states in land area with 5,009 square miles
with 60% of its land still forested. It borders Massachusetts on the north,
Rhode Island on the east, New York on the west, and Long Island Sound on
the south. Hartford is equidistant from New York City and Boston and is located
in the center of the State. Connecticut is known for its beautiful rolling hills,
lakes, and lovely old towns with white steeple churches, sandy beaches, and
new urban skylines, offering a full variety of urban and rural residential settings.

The Hartford region includes 36 communities: Andover, Avon, Berlin,
Bloomfield, Bolton, Burlington, Canton, Coventry, Cromwell, East Granby, East
Hartford, East Windsor, Ellington, Enfield, Farmington, Glastonbury, Granby,
Hartford, Hebron, Manchester, Mansfield, Marlborough, New Britain,
Newington, Rocky Hill, Simsbury, Somers, South Windsor, Stafford, Suffield,
Tolland, Vernon, West Hartford, Wethersfield, Windsor and Windsor Locks.

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Connecticut has a relatively mild climate and boasts four beautiful seasons
which attract many tourists and provide for a variety of outdoor sports. The
monthly average temperatures range from a high of 84.8F to a low of 16.7F.
On average Connecticut sees only 12 days per year with temperatures above
90 degrees and only 6 days per year with temperatures at or below 0 degrees.
Despite its small size, there is some variety in climate. The northwest hills can
be as much as 10 degrees lower than in the central valley year round.

The average annual rainfall is 44.2 inches and snowfall is 47.3 inches. Snow
and ice coverage has decreased over the past century, and Connecticut has
recorded approximately 10% less in snow cover since the late 1960s.

Connecticut enjoys a fairly long growing season. The first killing frost is
generally in mid-October and the spring thaw begins in mid-April. Along with
moderate rainfall, the State has excellent growing conditions and a long
growing season.

Downtown’s Union Station provides rail connections to Amtrak and
MetroNorth, and serves as the transportation hub to major bus lines.

Hailed as “the insurance capital of the world,” Hartford employs seven-times
more people in the insurance field than the average metropolitan area. Among
these employers are Aetna, Hartford Steam Boiler, ING, CIGNA, Lincoln Life,
Uniprise, Travelers, The Phoenix Companies, Mass Mutual and Prudential
Financial Services.

Hartford has received $750 million in public investment and $2 billion in private
investment over a seven-year period to make the city and region an even
better place to live, work, learn, meet and visit. Hartford’s growth will continue
to flourish by aggressive government support, assisted by both the private and
public sectors, which have joined forces to revitalize the city’s downtown core
and neighborhoods.
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Connecticut’s school systems get high marks nationally. Students rank #1 in
mathematics, writing and reading, according to standardized tests.

Connecticut is in the heart of the “New England Knowledge Corridor” that
stretches from the Hartford region to western Massachusetts. New England’s
Knowledge Corridor is home to 32 higher education institutions and over
145,000 students.

Hartford and the surrounding region have a variety of shopping venues:

Westfarms Mall, Farmington — Located 7 miles from Downtown
Hartford, this enclosed, 2-level mall provides 1.3 million square feet of
retail space and 160 upscale shops.
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The Shoppes at Buckland Hills, Manchester — Located 9 miles from
Hartford, this enclosed mall with 1.2 million square feet of space has two
levels and 140 shops.

Evergreen Walk, South Windsor — This 300,000 square foot high-end
lifestyle development includes retail shops, restaurants, and will soon
incorporate a fitness center, nightclubs, recreation areas and some
residential apartments.

The Shoppes at Farmington Valley, Canton — This complex offers
more than 300,000 square feet of upscale shopping and restaurants.

Blue Back Square, West Hartford — Newly opened, this high-end
lifestyle complex includes 30 retail stores, six restaurants, movie-
theater, fithess center, and parking garages.

In 2004, for the first time ever, the NCAA Men’s and Women'’s Basketball
Championships were won by the same school, the University of Connecticut,
whose teams play regularly at the Hartford Civic Center’s Veterans Memorial
Coliseum. In hockey, the Hartford Wolf Pack made the final in the AHL Playoff
games in 2004. With 40,000 seats, Rentschler Field is home to the University
of Connecticut’s Division IA football team and hosts international soccer and
rugby matches.

Other major events include the PGA tournament — The Travelers
Championship at the TPC River Highlands in Cromwell and Fox Force
professional tennis. An affiliate of the Minnesota Twins, The New Britain
Rock Cats play Double A baseball to sell out crowds. Simsbury is home to the
International Skating Center where many Olympic Skaters train and perform.
In addition, Connecticut is a few short hours away from major ski areas in
Vermont, Massachusetts and, Maine.

Outdoor recreation choices include canoeing, tubing, horseback riding, cycling,
mountain biking, jogging, hot air ballooning, and golf on more than 20 courses.
Hartford provides a variety of sporting events to watch as well as plenty of
opportunity for participation.

Connecting many of the Hartford region’s towns and neighborhoods, the
Connecticut River provides a dynamic waterfront experience. Located here is
an attractive riverfront plaza with picnic areas and entertainment venues, as
well as a 6.5-mile park system, a Victorian-style boathouse and The Lady
Katharine riverboat. It is the backdrop for events such as rowing competitions,
the Riverfront Dragon Boat Races & Asian Festival, jazz and blues festivals,
and the annual July 4™ Riverfest.

Connecticut ranks #2 in gross state productivity; Hartford ranks #3 in the
world behind Luxemburg and the Netherlands which can be directly attributed
to a highly educated workforce (Source: Robert Huggins Associates — World
Competitiveness Index 2007). Over 138,000 people work within a three-mile radius
of Downtown Hartford and more than 53% of the workforce is categorized as
upper-middle class to wealthy. Per-capita income is 40% above the national
average along New England’s Knowledge Corridor, which extends from the
Hartford region to Western Massachusetts.

Both downtown Hartford and the surrounding region are enhancing or building
residential, retail, and business properties including the following:

Adriaen’s Landing — 30 acre hotel, retail, and residential development.
Connecticut Convention Center — 550,000 square feet of space with
145,000 square feet of exhibition space. Opened in June 2005, this is the
largest convention center between New York and Boston. T
Connecticut Science Center — a Cesar Pelli & Associates design - $150
million interactive science education facility is expected to draw 400,000
students, families and tourists per year. Scheduled to open June 2009.
Capewell Horse and Nail Factory Building — being converted to 92
condominiums

The Lofts at Main & Temple — The project represented the culmination of
ten years of work- from acquisitions, approvals design and financing
through demolition, restoration and construction to marketing and
management. Elegant luxury apartments in the beautifully restored Sage
Allen building. Converted into 78 loft apartments and 42 four bedroom
townhouses which houses 170 college students and corporate interns.
Opened Spring 2007

Trumbull on the Park — provides 100 elegant apartments on eight floors
and in two adjacent restored historical buildings and a garage with 600
spaces including designated parking levels for residents, guests and visitors
to the bustling downtown area.

55 on the Park — 132 upscale apartments

Hartford Marriott Downtown — 409 guest rooms and 8 luxury suites

connected to the convention center opened in June 2005. To date the
convention center delivers more than 60% of repeat visits. The biggest
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event in 2007 estimates 9,700 attendees and 4,315 room nights and $10
million into the Greater Hartford economy.

Hilton Hartford — 392 room 4-star hotel reopened in 2005

Homewood Suites by Hilton — 107 room extended stay hotel with one and
two bedroom suites

Charter Oak Marketplace — 300,000 square foot shopping center including
Wal-Mart, Marshalls, Payless Shoes, and others

Gillette Ridge — CIGNA Corporation is redeveloping its 655-acre office
campus into a mixed-use development including a championship public golf
course, apartment complex, single-family homes, child-care center, 2
million square feet of office space and a hotel and conference center.
Hartford 21 —Completed in September 2006, this complex $165 million
major urban utilization project includes 262 units in a 36-story residential
tower. In addition, it houses 150K sq. ft. of street front retail, restaurant,
and office space; 815 parking spaces and 65K sq. ft of 1% class office
space.
